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Rules for Candidates Appearing for the Examination

A. Before the Examination
1. Punctuality
Candidates must arrive at least 30 minutes before the scheduled start time for briefing and seating arrangements.
2. Identity Requirement
Candidates must present a valid Citizenship Identity Card upon entry to the examination hall. The card must remain visible on the desk throughout the examination.
3. Examination Materials
Candidates must bring their own pens, pencils, and other necessary stationery.
Borrowing or sharing materials during the examination is strictly not permitted.
4. Prohibited Items
Mobile phones, smart watches, and all other electronic devices are strictly prohibited inside the examination hall.

B. At the Start of the Examination
5. Completing the Answer Booklet
Candidates must carefully complete all required details on the cover page of the answer booklet, following the instructions provided by the invigilator.
6. Reading Instructions
Candidates must read all instructions on the question paper carefully within the allotted time before commencing the examination.

C. During the Examination
7. Permitted Ink
Only blue or black ink may be used for writing. The use of any other ink colour is not allowed.
8. Use of Paper
Candidates must use only the answer sheets and additional papers provided by the invigilator.
Bringing external paper into the examination hall is not permitted.
9. Silence and Conduct
Candidates must maintain complete silence. Any form of communication with other candidates will be treated as a violation of examination regulations.
10. Requesting Assistance
If assistance is required (e.g., additional answer sheets or clarification), candidates must raise their hand and wait for the invigilator.
11. Leaving the Examination Hall
Candidates are not permitted to leave the examination hall without prior approval from the invigilator. In case of emergencies, they must be accompanied by an invigilator.
12. Food and Drinks
Food and beverages are not allowed inside the examination hall, except for drinking water.

D. End of the Examination
13. Final Warning
Candidates must stop writing immediately when instructed by the invigilator and place their pens on the desk.
14. Submission of Answer Scripts
Candidates must ensure that their answer booklet is placed on the desk and must inform the invigilator before leaving the examination hall.
15. Exit Procedure
Candidates must remain seated until:
· Their answer script has been collected, and
· The invigilator announces that they may leave.

E. Examination Regulations
16. Unauthorized Materials
Possession or use of unauthorized materials during the examination will be treated as a serious violation.
17. Penalty for Misconduct
Any candidate found violating examination rules may have their examination declared void and be awarded a score of zero.
F. Communication of Results
18. Publication of Results
All examination results are subject to final approval by the College Entrance Test Committee.
The results will be officially published on the college website at least 13 days after the examination.
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
